3. Web API & its applications — Is an application-processing interface between a web server and web
browser. All web services are APIs but not all APIs are web services. REST API is a special type of

Web API that uses the standard architectural style explained above.

STUDENT’S CORNER

The Role of Transformations in GPT’s
Architecture

In GPT (Generative Pre-trained Transformer), “transforms” refers to the repeated mapping of input
tokens through layers of self-attention and feedforward modules to produce contextualized
representations for next-token prediction. First, raw text is tokenized and then embedded into dense
vectors. Positional encodings are added so the model knows the order of tokens, since the
transformer architecture itself does not inherently encode sequence order. Each transformer block

applies two main stages:

1. Masked self-attention (multi-head) — each token’s representation is updated by attending to
itself and all previous tokens in the sequence (but not future ones), combining information via
query, key, and value projections.

2. Feedforward layers — a pointwise, position-wise MLP (typically two linear layers with a

nonlinear activation) transforms each token embedding independently.

Residual connections and layer normalization wrap both stages to stabilize learning and maintain
gradient flow. Through multiple stacked blocks, GPT progressively refines token embeddings to
capture deeper context and dependencies. At the end, the final hidden states are passed through a
linear + softmax layer, effectively transforming them into a probability distribution over the next
token. In sum, GPT’s “transforms” are the layer-by-layer processing that allows raw token inputs to

evolve into semantically rich, contextual representations guiding text generation.
